In Virginia, a woman who holds a full-time job is paid, on average, $41,104 per year while a
man who holds a full-time job is paid $52,125 per year. This means that women in Virginia
are paid 79 cents for every dollar paid to men, amounting to a yearly wage gap of $11,021
between men and women who work full time in the state.'

Nationally, women who hold jobs full time, vear round are paid, on average, just 77 cents for
every dollar paid to men.? For women of color, the wage gap is larger. On average, African
American women are paid 64 centz and Latinas are paid just 54 cents for every dollar paid to
white, non-Hispanic men.’
